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Materials: You will need the area and perimeter cut-out page and a sheet of inch graph paper.

Directions: Cut out the shapes from the "Area and Perimeter Cut-Outs" page.  You should have 14 different pieces, with two repeats, which you may discard.  Lay the pieces on top of the inch graph paper to help you complete the following steps:
1)  Put the pieces in order according to their areas.  Label them as 1-14 (Only count the duplicates once.)  Piece #1 will have the smallest area; piece #14 will have the largest area.
2)  Compare the perimeters of each of the pieces, as they are in order by area.

3)  Record your results in the chart below by showing the relationship between the areas and the perimeters.
4)  What conclusions can you make about perimeter and area?
