ESTIMATE/ACTUAL

MEASUREMENT

PRIMARY

This activity is an adaptation and fun application of the CRISS four-column notes strategy.  Using centimeter rulers, meter sticks, and centimeter measuring tapes, have students record the estimated lengths and actual measurements for the items in the chart.  Advise them to follow each estimate by measuring rather than making all the estimates first.  That way they can learn from each previous example.


If you do not have centimeter-measuring tapes, it is fun for the students to use a pre-cut meter long piece of string.  When they measure their wrist for example, they will wrap the string around their wrist, hold the end representing a complete circle and then measure the string to the meter stick.  This takes some practice, but is a good activity for children to learn that we begin counting length from 0-1.
