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Materials:  You will need a geoboard, rubber bands, and dot paper.
Directions: Make as many different sized squares as you can on your geoboard.  Sketch your squares on the geodot paper.  How many squares did you find?  How do you know you have found all the squares possible?  

Extension: Make different triangles on your geoboard, each having all 3 vertices on a peg.  Draw a picture of the triangles you made on geodot paper.  Is there one type of triangle that you cannot make on the geoboard?  Why?
